A summing-up section, called, “What have we learned?” appears at the end of
each lesson. It includes a list of new vocabulary items in Hebrew and in English
(arranged according to the parts of speech - nouns, verbs, etc. and according to
subject area - at the bank, at the post office, etc.). This section is also
accompanied by common, practical expressions and the grammatical structures
of that lesson.
